There is a light sprinkling of snow falling as I write this letter, and I would like to remind you of the emergency procedures.  In extreme overnight conditions, the school may be closed the following morning.  To save congestion on the school line you have all been allocated contact numbers to check for school closure.  It will also be broadcast on Somerset Sound, Orchard FM and our website (the website message will be posted as soon as possible in the morning).
The key factor for us in closing the school is transport considerations, both school transport and the condition of the roads to and from the school.

Will you please also take extra care on the road immediately outside the school, as the surface remains icy and dangerous to both cars and pedestrians.  Take care to drive extremely slowly past the school until the freezing conditions abate.

The football team (and their supporters) also experienced freezing conditions on Saturday, when they competed in the Primary County Football finals.  They worked very hard and met some stiff competition from across the county.  Well done to everyone for the effort they put in and the good spirit and sportsmanship in which the matches were played.
